Mexico

Due to COVID-19, the Government of Mexico has put in place a number of requirements for all
travelers entering the country, including returning citizens. Please review the requirements
below.

Mandatory Questionnaire

There is a QUESTIONNAIRE OF IDENTIFICATION OF RISK FACTORS IN
TRAVELERS that must be filled out by all passengers flying to Mexico.

It advised that workers be given the questionnaire prior to travelling.

Report by Phone (SAWP ONLY)

Upon their return to Mexico, SAWP workers will need to report back to their local Ministry of
Labour office by phone first to schedule an appointment. If the office is closed, they can
complete their reporting (on the employer) by phone.

As some individuals have a higher risk of
developing serious health problems related to COVID-19 due to age or medical conditions,
sharing the guide with workers before they arrive in Canada can help them make an informed
decision about travelling to Canada in light of these risks. We also advise that all employers
provide temporary foreign worker employees with a paper copy of the guide in the worker’s
choice of English, French, or Spanish, and set aside some time to go over the guide’s content
with the workers orally, with the help of an interpreter if needed. These actions will help
minimize risks to temporary foreign workers’ health and safety, articulate to workers their rights
and responsibilities while working during the pandemic and minimize disruptions in the
workplace related to COVID-19.

Thank you in advance for your assistance in making the guide available and accessible to
temporary foreign workers in your community and to those awaiting travel to Canada.

In other news, Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada has a new temporary policy,
which came into force May 12, 2020. The policy reduces the time it takes for a temporary
foreign worker with an employer-specific work permit to change jobs. Find out more by reading
the News Release, Instructions for Work Permit Applicants, and the Public Policy.

The Government of Canada recently announced up to $50 million to assist farmers, fish
harvesters, and food production and processing employers with the incremental costs associated
with the mandatory 14-day quarantine period for temporary foreign workers arriving from
abroad.

Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada is now accepting applications for all provinces/territories
with the exception of Prince Edward Island. Eligible employers in the province of Prince Edward
Island can apply for the program through their provincial government.

Canadian employers in the primary agriculture, fish, seafood and food processing industries can
receive a maximum contribution of $1,500 per temporary foreign worker for the incremental
costs incurred during the mandatory 14-day quarantine period such as:

o wages and benefits of the temporary foreign workers;

o offsite accommodations;

e transportation to and from offsite accommodations;

o food or food allowances;

e health and safety supplies; and/or

o other incremental costs directly associated to the mandatory 14-day quarantine period of
temporary foreign workers.

This funding is eligible for costs retroactive to March 26, 2020. Applicants will be required to
disclose if they received funding from provincial/territorial governments or any other third-party
organization, as the maximum non-repayable contribution of $1,500 for each temporary foreign
worker may be adjusted to reflect the employers out of pocket costs.

Travel Without Counterfoil - Temporary Foreign Workers (Immigration
Refugees and Citizenship Canada - IRCC)

Immigration Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC) has authorized exceptional procedures to
facilitate the travel to Canada of agricultural workers who fall under the COVID-19 special
measures. This is in recognition that with the current closure of the Visa Application Centers
(VACs) in the region, clients are not able to submit their passports to IRCC Mexico. The
attached info sheet describes the steps to take for such workers to travel to Canada without
having a physical counterfoil (visa sticker) affixed to their passports. Workers who have not
already submitted their passports to IRCC Mexico do not need to send their passports to us at
this time.

This exceptional, temporary procedure is only available for cases meeting the following criteria:

e The worker must have employment in a critical industry (agriculture)

e The worker must have applied for and been approved a work permit.

e They must travel to Canada on a charter flight. The employer/ employer organization
must provide details of each worker on the flight to IRCC at the e-mail address indicated
in the information sheet.

Workers who normally require a counterfoil in their passports may be issued a Counterfoil letter
with their name, passport and counterfoil details along with the Work Permit Letter of

Introduction which they must carry with them and present at the port of entry in Canada.

Work Permit Extention

For Temporary Foreign Workers already in Canada, IRCC has taken measures to facilitate
extensions of work permits.

If it’s been less than 90 days since your status expired, you can apply to restore your status.

To restore your status, use the document checklist and guide for extending your stay as a:

e visitor
e student
o worker

When you apply, make sure to:
o Select Restore my status under section 3 at the top of the form.
e Include a note explaining the reason you need to extend your stay.

o Include the restoration fee.

If your temporary resident status is restored, you’ll get a visitor record or appropriate permit.
Your record or permit will outline the conditions of your stay in Canada.

Your temporary resident status in Canada will be extended until a specified date.
If it has been more than 90 days since your status expired

You may be eligible to apply for a temporary resident permit and remain in Canada with legal
status.

When you apply, make sure you include a note explaining the reason you need to extend your
stay.

Temporary Foreign Workers

o Friday evening, March 20, the federal government agreed to reopen its borders to
temporary foreign workers. However, the agreement was contingent on implementation
and compliance with a tight health and safety protocols surrounding the arrival of these
workers

o The content of the protocols was discussed between the federal and provincial public
health authorities

e The outline of the protocols was communicated to a select group of Canadian
stakeholders including the Canadian Honey Council and a brief outline of the content of
the protocol is printed below.

o Strict quarantine conditions are to be expected and clear commitments from producers
must be made

o The federal government has promised stakeholders that the requirements will be
communicated in writing very quickly

Travel

As for flights, regulatory changes have been finalized. The interim order exempts certain foreign
nationals who are authorized to travel to Canada to work.

This includes temporary workers who were already established in Canada or who had made
arrangements to come to Canada to work before the travel restrictions were put in place. It also
includes new workers who are coming to Canada to be employed in critical industries, such as
agriculture, food processing, health, transportation and emergency services.

These foreign nationals can self-identify to airlines at the point of boarding that they are exempt
under this provision by presenting

o avalid work permit, or
e aletter of introduction from IRCC

However, TFW’s are still not able to travel, unless arriving via commercial flights from countries
who do not require acceptance of Canada’s quarantine protocols. The Public Health protocols
need to be distributed to other countries and approved. Global Affairs is engaging key countries
to negotiate movement. (Guatemala and Mexico for sure). We will work with other
organizations, (FARMS, WALLI, FERME) to get workers on charters that they arrange and are
looking at ways to arrange charters from Mexico and Nicaragua.

Because many of the countries where beekeepers get their workers have closed visa Processing
centers or shut down operations, it is likely that we will only be able to deal with those
employees who have already received and are in possession of all their necessary documentation.
Provincial associations and Provincial Apiculturalists have been very helpful and continue to
provide assistance.

Beekeepers should not expect workers to arrive on time nor should they necessarily expect to get
all the workers they requested. Domestic employee options should be explored.

Public Health requirements

o Worker will have a health check before boarding, and upon arrival.

e Mandatory 14-day isolation with no work but must be paid.

e Asymptomatic workers are able to travel domestically.

e Anyone showing symptoms will be quarantined at a federally designated facility (right
now at federal gov’t expense).

e Upon arrival at home, workers can be housed together but must meet a 2 metre isolation
protocol. This is over and above provincial and municipal housing requirements. Public
Health authorities will be doing compliance and enforcement spot checks. Employees are
responsible for self-monitoring during those 14 days. If an employee shows symptoms,
they must be isolated and anyone in contact would go into another 14-day isolation.

o The department is looking at programs enhancements or new programs to help out in the
additional expenses.
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
